As a result of a bitter dispute in the Holy Land during the 3rd Crusade, the 

Babenberg Duke Leopold V. took the English King Richard the Lionheart 

captive in Austria while he was trying to reach his home in England in 

disguise.

The silver - 11,690 kg  - received in ransom for the King‘s release was the 

occasion for establishing a Vienna Mint at the court of the Babenbergs in 

1194. 



New Mint-Building in 1837

1834 Emperor Francis I. commands the constuction of a new mint building. 

From 1835 to1837 the new building was erected Am Heumarkt, which is still the 

site of the AUSTRAN MINT



1989 - Conversion in a public company

An important date the 1st January, 1989.

The old state mint was converted into a public company owned by the Austrian 

National Bank.



Commemorative Coins

This coins are more than merely a means of 

payment. Each coin commemorates an 

individual person or event. Since 1989 the 

500 Schilling silver coins have been issued 

in small series, now we strike 10 and 5 Euro 

denominations.

All these coins are struck as circulation 

coinage as well as in special qualities like 

uncirculated or proof.

Coins in strictly limited mintages and in proof 

quality only, both as individual pieces or as a 

series, delight discerning collectors



The Vienna Philharmonic

A story of success. Issued in 1989, the 

Vienna Philharmonic became the world‘s 

best selling gold bullion coin in 1992, 1995 

and 1996.

The Vienna Philharmonic is issued in the 

four major bullion coin sizes: 1 ounce, 1/2 

ounce, 1/4 ounce and 1/10 ounce. Since 

January 1st, 2002 with Euro denomination 

in 100, 50, 25 and 10 Euro. In 2004, for the 

15th birthday of the coin 15 Vienna 

Philharmonic coins with 1,000 oz each 

were issued.



Circulation Coinage

The coins are produced in accordance with the orders of the Austrian National 

Bank.
